Living Hope – Equipping Track

Introducing The Equipping Track

“May the God of peace… equip you with everything good for doing his will…”

Hebrews 13:20-21.

Aim and Content

Welcome to the Living Hope Equipping Track! The Equipping Track is a systematic training process designed to help equip all members for life and ministry. It is a system of simple studies that lay the foundation for effective Christian living. Each section builds on the previous one, and topics include:

· The gospel message

· Christian basics

· Christian values

· Reaching out to others

· Christian beliefs

· Leading a cell group

· Coaching cell group leaders

Once established in Christian living and service, God will lead you further into His specific plan and purpose for your life as you continue to grow in Him. We believe that, just as most people have the capability to become parents, so also most believers have the potential to lead a few others in a small group setting; a kind of spiritual parenting. So the Equipping Track starts with the basics and leads right on through to you leading a group yourself. 

Process
Equipping modules (or studies) have been designed for completion with the help of a mentor – a more mature believer in your group who will support you through the Equipping Track. Assigned by your group leader, your mentor will give you each study, check completed studies, answer your questions, and provide general support. Modules can be completed on a computer and exchanged by email, or they can be supplied and completed on paper. Ideally, mentor and student should meet about once a month to discuss progress and pray together. Write down any questions you have during your studies so you’ll remember to ask your mentor at the next available opportunity.

Each module contains a mix of information, teaching, Scriptures to look up, blanks to fill in and questions to answer. Writing down your answers is valuable because we remember almost 6 times as much when we write something down compared to simply reading it.

Always remember to ask God to help you hear His voice and learn what He wants to teach you each time you study. The precise words of Scripture are powerful; therefore Bible “memory verses” are included periodically. These should be memorised as accurately as possible because they can be really helpful in both your own life and when you seek to help others!

The Personal Growth Review

One further resource linked to the Equipping Track is the Personal Growth Review. This tool will enable you to assess your current progress in spiritual and personal growth, and help point the way forward. Designed for use once each year, the Personal Growth Review is for your personal use, but your mentor or cell leader will discuss it with you too.
